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Lawrence Beaumont Stringer was born near Atlantic City, NJ, February 24.1866. He
came (o IL with his parents in [876. Mr, Stringer received his education in the public
schools of Lincoln. He graduated from Lincoln University (now Lincoln College) in
1887 with a Bachelor ol Arts degree. He became a reporter for a local paper to help pay
for his tuition.

Mr. Stringer was married in Lincoln 1L on December 18,1890 to Ielen Pegram,

daughter of W.A. Pegram of Lincoln. Helen died in 1945 and is buried in Union
Cemetery. Lincoln IL.

In 1890 he was elected a member of the 11, State House of Representatives. When his
term was over, he went on to school at the Chicago College of Law and afler receiving
his L.L.B. degree from Lake Forrest University in 1896 he was admitted to the bar. In
1898 he returned to Lincoln to practice law. 1lis first law partner in Lincoln was William
R. Baldwin.

In 1900 he was cleeted to the IL State Senate.  The Democratic Party nominated him
for Governor of IL in 1904, He was appointed Chicf Justice of the 1L Supreme Court of
Claims in 1905 and served until 1913, In 1908 and again in 1914 he was an unsuccessful
candidate for United States senator. He was elected Judge of Logan Co. in 1918 and
served until his death in Lincoln 1., December 5.1942, Tle is buried in Union Cemetery.
Lincoln IL.

Mr. Stringer was a member ol the IL State Historical Society, in which he had given
special attention to the early history of IL. He had an extended reputation as a public
speaker, having fulfilled engagements on the public for years, He was intimately
acquainted with many of the early pioncers of Logan Co.

One of his most lengthy writing efforts was his history of Logan Co. and biographical
sketches of prominent citizens of the county at the close of the century. In 1911 his
HISTORY of LOGAN COUNTY [LLINOIS was published. Because of this many local
historians, researchers and interested readers owe much to Mr. Springer.

dml‘b JOIIN F. REGAN, JR. Retired attorney from Decatur, has allowed
very few minutes of his 90 years to be unproductive. Much of his
retirement has been spent searching for his family's past history. The
family farm, known as Bloomingdale, named chosen by John's father, is
located in Aetna Township, N.E. of Chestnut, Illlinois. T'he farm has
been in the Regan family since 1841. For this reason Mr. John Regan
has developed an interest in Logan County Genealogy and listory.

John Regan has spent numerous hours researching in the Lincoln Public
Library copying newspaper columns with area news from the late 1800's
compiling them into book forms. His books may be found in the Mt.
Pulaski and Lincoln Public Libraries, also in the Decatur and l.ogan
County Genealogical and Historical Research Centers.

Another interest of John Regan .Jr. is photography since youth. From
this interest he has recorded in pictures the homes and lives of several
acquaintances. He completed such a history of Chestnut in 2000.

We would like to thank John Regan, Jr. for his interest of preserving
history and his contributions to the Logan County Genealogical and
Historical

Society. The total of books now include three.

SOCIAL SECURITY DEATH INDEX

The Social Security Death Index is
sometimes confusing. Sometimes you cannot find a
person listed there, even though you know the
Social Security number. Have you ever wondered
why?

The Index is based on the Social Security
Death Master File. It lists persons for whom
survivor or death benefits were paid. If a wife
and/or children received payments under the
husband’s Social Security account, his number is
included in the S. S. Death Index. If a person had a :

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'POISON BILL' TYSON is DEAD; WAS FAMILIAR FIGURE IN CITY

This was a Headline from the Sheridan Press, Sheridan, Wyoming, dated October 11, 1939. "Poison Bill' dm"
Tyson was the great uncle of Carol Radespiel, our receptionist at the Logan County Genealogical and
Historical Reasearch Center in Lincoln, Illinois. The news paper article is as follows:

Bill Tyson, known to Sheridan residents and countless dudes as 'Poison Bill', one of the last representatives
of the 'old west', died this morning at the Sheridan County Memorial hospital at the age of 89.

At one time a scout for Buffalo Bill and a keen
admirer of his, Poison Bill affected Buffalo Bill's
manner with dress and was familar sight on the
streets of Sheridan for many years. In keeping
with the fringed leather outfit which he wore

on state occasions and during rodeo time, Bill,
one of the west's most enthusiastic boosters,

let his white hair grow to shoulder length and
wore a beard like that of BufTalo Bill's.

During the later years of his life Bill was on
relief, but during the summer he supple-
mented this with the sale of postcards bearing
his picture in full scouting regalia.

Poison Bill was born June 30, 1850, in
Cleveland, Ohio. Little is known of his early
life, but his friends believe he came to this
region from Kansas as he talked of the Ford
boys and Jesse James and told many stories
of his acquaintance with them.

Statistics show that he was married in Lincoln
(Nebraska) in 1884 and that his wife died in
1912. As a young man he worked as a mule
skinner in the early days and later was a scout
for Buffalo Bill. He drove a stage coach about
this same period and seems to have seen some

Indian fighting. PICTURE ON POSTCARD

He came to this region about 40 years ago, moving in and out of Sheridan for about 15 years. He had

however, lived here steadly for about 25 years. For a time he drove a dray and had his stable and cabin near
the old Palace barn.

About five or six years ago he suffered a leg injury in a fall and used a cane part of the time. However,
he preferred to walk without it whenever was possible. Cronies say that, though he had been failing in

health recently, he was seen on the street selling his postcards less than a month ago. e was taken to the
hospital last Thursday.

He is survived by two daughters, Mrs. Nellie Corbert of Alliance, Nebr., and Mrs. Mamie Stupe of

Southgate, Calif. A son, Harry, died here several years ago. The body has been taken to the Reed uml’
mortuary and funeral arrangements will be announced soon as relatives are contacted.
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[um) CHESTNUT SCHOOL
(1889-1922)

In 1889 the Chestnut School was in a two room school building about a half mile east of
where the one room school house in Yankeetown was located. This school house was a two story
building, with the lower floor being the first thru fourth grade classes. The second floor was for the
upper grades, eventually including up to tenth grade.

There was no playground equipment for the children so they had to play games for
recreation. Sometimes these games could end up in rough housing and the school masters had to
dole out severe physical punishment. There was no "sparing the rod to spoil the child." Very large
boys sometimes attended school only in the winter, when farm work was done, and they often
times could be a handful for the teachers.

George E. Clark taught from 1892-93, at a salary of $55 a month. He taught the upper
grades. Elnora McDonald taught then also in the lower grades, her salary was only $35 a month.
S.S. Clapper taught in 1893-1898 at salary of $55-$60 a month; Lewis T. Rhoads taught in
1898-Jan 1899 at $55 a month; T. L. Jarrett finished the 1899 term for Mr. Rhoads at $55 a month.

In September of 1899 teacher E.N. Huff began at a salary of $55.65 teaching only one year.
When Mr. Huff left, William (Bill) Lakin taught at a salary of $55 a month. While all these men
came and went, Miss Elnora McDonald stayed and was a very good teacher from 1892 to 1902.

mub When she left in 1902, Margaret J. Mount began teaching the upper grades for $52.50 a month,
and Lucy Tutwiler taught the lower grades. Names of a few other teachers are: Maud Mount,
Alfred Greening and Alfred Wacaser.

In 1921 a bond issue was voted and a fine two story brick structure was completed in 1923.
The two room Chestnut school was closed and the children attended their new building in 1923.

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Celebration of Spring

Spring is a time of promise and of hope. A time for planting. The smell of fresh soil being turned over.
The smell and sound of rain. The appearance of spring flowers such as crocus, tulips, daffodils, flowering crab
trees, the tulip trees and more. It is the time to go shopping for new spring clothes, that new Easter dress. We
are glad to store away the heavy sweaters and winter coats. We start cleaning, throwing the windows open to get
all that fresh air into the home. Our spirits lift, and once again we forget the dark gloomy days of winter. This is
spring in Illinois.

Here comes "l remember when.” As a child my three favorite times of spring were, Easter, May Day, and
the last day of school for the year, probably in that same order. For Easter we would always get a lot of candy, and
look for Easter eggs that the mysterious rabbit always left. Never did see that rabbit. It was confusing, because
our chickens laid eggs, then here is this rabbit that laid colored eggs. By the time | was nine, | would help color
those eggs, and help hide them for my younger siblings. My grandmother and grandfather would have these huge
baskets full of goodies for us when we visited on Easter and would say, "See what the Easter Bunny left here for
you". | always wondered why he never brought the baskets to our place. May Day was special because that was
the day at school we all made these baskets for our mothers. As we walked home we would gather all the flowers
along the roadside that we could find, and put them in the basket we had made. My mother would end up with four
baskets, but she always seemed happy to get them. During this time we kids at school were sharpening up our
ability to jump, run, and throw. Spring was the time for track meets in the country. | always managed to get a few
blue ribbons. | learned running from my older brothers. We also knew when track meet time came, school was
nearly out for the summer. | always looked forward to the time when my folks bought baby chicks in the spring. At
first we would have them in a large cardboard box somewhere in the house to make sure they stayed warm. As
they got their feathers, and when it was warmer outside, we put them in the chicken brooder house. As Dad
mowed the winter hay, he would come across a rabbit’s nest. In fear that they might get run over or cut up, he
would find a box and bring them home where they would be safe. My mother would use a little doll bottle to feed
them. Once in a while they got loose and hid somewhere. Kids would go scrabbling trying to find them. Within a
week they would be ready to be on their own, and we would let them go. Early spring was the time for little pigs
and baby calves to be born. If it was too early in the spring or when it was too cold, my Dad would carry them into
the house. He would rub them down, then lay them in front of the stove for warmth. By morning they would be
walking around ready to join their mother. There is one good thing about memories, they don't cost you anything,
just remember when.

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Lawndale
by Angie Petro

Lawndale was laid out and platted by Thomas Esten in 1854, the next year after the Alton & Sangamon (now Chicago & Alton) Railroad was
completed to that point. Thomas Esten came from Massachusetts as agent for an eastem company that had planned to locate a colony in Logan
County. He built a saw mill on Kickapoo Creek close to the present site of Lawndale. Several years before, he had erected a residence and store near
there and the locality went by the name of Kickapoo. His son, Austin Esten, afterwards built an elevator at Lincoln.

The new town of Lawndale was surveyed June 27, 1854 and originally contained twelve blocks. Ewings addition in 1864 added seventeen
blocks more. A church was built in the town in 1872 by the Methodists and Cumberland Presbyterians jointly. The village has never been
incorporated. It is located i East Lincoln Township and according to the 1911 History of Logan Co. IL had a population of about 200 in habitants.
Today Lawndale has less than 120 inhabitants.

Lawndale was a booming town in the 1920's, with the advent of good roads and automobiles, it became a quiet residential community with
many of the descendants of the original settlers still living there.

The railroad and grain elevator helped build the town. The Lawndale elevator handled more grain shipments than any elevator between
Chicago and St. Louis. Cattle were shipped by freight cars and this helped the farmers who, prior to that had to herd the cattle over the old Pekin Hill,
to Peoria. Due to the steep incline up to Atlanta, a pusher was kept in Lawndale to push the train up the grade. Later this was discontinued as trains
improved.

The town flourished with several grocer stores, two blacksmith shops, a stockyard, three doctors, a school, a church, two pool halls, a dance
hall, a barber shop, a restaurant, an ice house and a hop ale joint(tavern). Today the only businesses here are a tavern and a grain elevator, and
everyone must go to other communities for shopping or other business.

Streets were mud except in dry spells when they would be 6" in dust. Square dances wee held on platforms placed in the streets or in a
room above the grocery store. This room was used for Chili suppers and community activities.

There were many thrashers, com shellers, and balers in town. Most families owned a cow, some chickens, and raised big gardens. Work
was done by horses and a town well was on main street was used by amy tin the town as well as farmers passing through with their livestock. Two of ‘
the earfiest stores were owned by Paul Abst and Pat Pfeiffer. Later stores were Landauer, Kendricks, Biggs' and Hahn's. During the depression, dmll
Kendirck's Grocery was chosen for dispensing the commodities of the relief program. There the work of sorting, counting, and weighing food items
was done prior to distribution to the needy citizens.

The Hahns store owned and operated by Herman and Cora Hahn was located next to the Lawndale Grade School. It catered to the students.
It was known for it's assortment of penny candy. During recess, as well as before and after school, the children "hit the store" with their pennies.

The people enjoyed dances and card parties and in 1954 the village celebrated it's centennial. More than 1000 persons attended the
celebration.

Rueben Ewing was the first postmaster and Mrs. Bertha Allen was his assistant. Later she served as postmistress for over 25 years. Mail
sacks were dropped off as trains sped by and mail was picked up by means of long hook. Later Myrl Cummings served as postmistress as well as
Phyllis Purlee. The post office is located in a trailer near the south entrance to Lawndale and mail is now delivered by truck. The post office serves as
a "community center” as towns people meet there while picking up mail and newspapers.

Chris Ewing donated land for the first church which was used later by the Presbyterians and Christians altenately. Later the Christian Church
held services in the former"ale hop joint” which had been known as the Yellow Dog Sallon. This building was later tom down and the fist church, after
many years of disuse bumed to the ground.

At one time there were two elevators in town. One was tom down in 1936 and the other one buried. A new elevator was built about 1950
and, was owned by Albert Webb. A small red school house was the first school. Later there was a two story school building which had eight grades
and three of High School. Anyone wanting to complete the fourth year had to go to Lincoln High School. In 1922, a new school was built. The board
members were Harvery S. Wise, Herman Hahn Jr., and W.L. Sutphin. In 1967, the Lawndale School was closed and students now attend Chester East
Lincoln School and Lincoln Community High School.

The worst flood the residents recall was in 1929. The flood carried away an old swinging bridge which had been used for many years. In
the 1930's, the WPA built sidewalks and seweres in the village. In the 1950's, Cub Scout and Boy Scout Troops were organized and were very active




Zollars School

The people in the vicinity of Skelton, lllinois, knowing that their children had too far to
walk to school decided to form a new School District, so that the children would have a school
closer to them. This District was 2, 336 acres, taken from Hatton, Straight Row, Deer Creek and
Central Point Districts.

It took some doing because land owners didn’t want to redistrict without getting some
monetary benefit out of it. Eventually in May of 1898 the Directors of the new School District
were elected. They were: J.W. Schachtele, D.C. Shepler, William Smith. W.A. Corwine drew up
the plans for the building and Ed Ritter along with donated materials and help built the School
Building.

School opened in September of 1898 . Teachers would include: Miss Mary Michael, Maud
J. Pegram, Mabel J. McCue, Miss Clara Geis, Miss Marguerite Ryan, Miss Theresa Henneherry,
and Miss Clara M. Irwin.

Students at opening September of 1898: Joseph Reichle, Edward Reichle, Albert Reichle,
Clarence Smith, Pearl Smith, Fred Schachtele, John Schachtele, Sam Schachtele, Mable Zollars,
Ray Harmon, Lena Schultz, Freda Schultz, Bessie Corwine, Nellie Corwine, and Minnie
Schelfeffer.

Some of the Graduates of Zollars School were: Harold Shepler(1911), Maude Fisher
(1911), Esther Geis (1912), Sarah Fisher (1912), Aima Fisher (1914), Margarethe Schachtele

(1915), Martha Shepler (1914), Florence Buttell (1916), Florence Reichle (1916) and Gertrude
Buttell (1916).

John Musick was one of the earliest pioneers of
Logan County, IL. He was born in Wolford Co, KY,
March 10, 1807, the youngest son of Jesse and
Hannah Gudgel Musick, both natives of Virginia.
They were married about 1802. Other siblings in-
cluded: Polly, Ephraim, Jefferson, Nancy and
Abraham. In March 1807 shortly after John was
born, Jesse moved his family to Gibson County, IN.
He was a volunteer solider in the War of 1812 and
received a wound at the Battle of Tippecanoe in
which he died shortly after receiving. Hannah remarried

a few years later.
John received a limited education in the schools of Gibson Co.

From thirteen to eighteen years of age he lived with his brother-in-law

John Forbis. In 1825 John moved to what is now Logan Co. IL and farmed in what

is known as West Lincoln Township for the remainder of his life. John served as a

private in the Black Hawk War. «llml)
John married Mary Johnson, March 18, 1830 in Sangamon Co, IL and to this

union were horn 18 children of which only 10 lived to adulthood. They were:

Levi J., Sarah Jane (who married Frank Ducan), William H., Mary (who married

T.H. Denney), Leanna (who married J.H. Gallagher), John T., Jesse S., Jonathan,

Permelia (who married J.P. Staats) and Ephraim. The 1886 History of Logan

County, IL. states that at the time it was written John Musick had 80

grandchildren and 15 great-granchildren, John Musick died January 31, 1888 in

Lincoln, IL. He and his wife are buried in Zion Cemetery in Lincolin, IL.

It was built on the road east of
Broadwell on land donated by my great grandfather, George Washington Read
and was on his property. I'm sure his sons and daughters went there. My
grandfather, John Thomas Read, lived right across the road and my father,
George L. Read Jr. and his siblings went to the school. They were very
fortunate to be able to walk across the road to get a hot lunch. J.T.'s sons,
George and Frank farmed along the same road. My uncle Frank farmed the
Critchfield property and later his son Boyd Read, taught at the school. Boyd
passed away this last year.

The 1873 Atlas has a number 35 by the property. Our picture is dated

1894, don't know for sure if this is correct date, but it is date given us by uncle
Frank Read. The pupils in the picture are unknown to us except, in the front
row 2nd from the left is my father, 6th from left in front is my uncle Frank Read.
And in the next row, 6th from the left in a white pinafore is their sister,
Imogene Read (Hickey). | have a daybook of George Washington Read's for the
vear 1873.

William Stallings Jr. came to Sangamon County with his parents,

William Sr. and Susan Curry Stallings in 1830. He was born in Claiborne County, Tennessee,
on March 07, 1814. Other siblings included Wesley, John, Silas, and Elizabeth who married
Abraham Turner, and Harrison. The last mention of William Stallings Sr. is the signing of a
petition for a school in Middletown in 1836. It is believed that before the 1840 census
William Sr. and Susan had died. In the 1840 census only William Jr. was

named as head of household and it is believed that his two younger brothers, John and Silas,
lived with him. William Jr. married Susanah Mann, August 19, 1834. Their children
included Mary Jane(1835), William H. (1837), Oliver Michael(born Dec. 1, 1838 and died
March 08, 1852 buried Steenburgen Cemetery). William Jr. owned land just south of Mt.
Pulaski and later between 1844 to 1848 he bought lots in Mt. Pulaski.

The Stallings name is of Danish origin. Originally the name was spelled Storling:
meaning STEERMAN or CAPTAIN OF VIKING LONGBOAT. Then over the years was
transformed from Stallions to Stylings and ended up today as STALLINGS. The true
pronunciation being, STILEINGS.

William Jr. was noted for his public service. "On February 23, 1841 a road was ordered laid
beginning at the center of the east end of the first street south of the court house in Postville,
thence in a southeasterly direction to Mt. Pulaski. The roadviewers were John D. Reece,
William M. Allen and William Stallings." Between 1843-1849 William Stallings Jr. was the
Clerk of the County Commissioner's Court and served in the Postville Court House. He was
called the "penman”. A copy of one of his documents in his noted OLD ENGLISH style of
Handwriting by quill pen is featured in this issue. Upon reading this Marriage Certificate
you will notice the town of Camden. Postville was changed to Camden on March 3, 1845 by
legislative act, but the name never took hold. February 21, 1861 the name of the town was
changed back to Postville. William was also one of the Justices of the Peace prior to the
organization of Logan County as stated in the 1911 Logan County History book page 144 &
145.

William moved from Logan County about 1852 with his family to Marshall County, lowa and
died there July 19, 1854. His body is laid to rest at the Timber Creek Cemetery,
Marshalltown, Iowa. His youngest brother moved to lowa also. Wesley (the oldest brother)
moved to Jasper County, Iowa in 1844. The other brother, John died Aug. 12, 1852, age 35
years 7 mo 17 days. He was buried in Steenburgen Cemetery. Nothing more is known of
brother, Harrison or sister, Elizabeth at this time.

(ﬂmp Did the Following Logan County People go Through the Corner's Court into the

Hearalter During the Last Twenty-Five Years.
The county records show from December 1856 to December 1881, a period of
‘Twenty-five years, the following deaths, which on account of being supposed to have
been caused by violence casualty or undue methods, were inquired of by the coroner,
together with the jury's verdict and the month in the year when the deaths occurred.
In 1856: Geo. McGee, in December, "Died while in a fit; further cause unknown."
In 1857: There is no record of any coroner's inquest having been held.
In 1858: An unknown child, April, "Drowned in a pond in Lincoln by unknown
partics.”

Briggs at the solicitation of Mark H. Lamon,
the then prosecuting attorney of this district; was disinterred and a post mortem
examination made to determine as to whether or not he had been poisoned.

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m LINCOLN DEVELOPMENTAL CENTER

by Carol Radspiel
First called the lllinois Asylum for Feeble Minded Children, this is one of the

oldest and most endearing institutions found in Lincoln, Logan County, lllinois. This
institute has passed the trials of time, is now succumbed to governmental powers
that have seen to the closure of this once majestic domain. Hearts are heavy as
memories of a multitude of employees, families, residents and friends that waited
the final word that permanently closed her doors. According to Historians, LDC was
first established in 1877 as a charitable institutions by the State of lllinois, then
called lllinois Asylum for Feeble Minded Children. The Home was to house and
provide schooling for the unfortunate and had gown to be the largest institutions of
its kind in the world. The first action toward establishing the institution was made
by the State Medical Society held at Bloomington, lllinois in June 5, 1855 with a
{“mj committee of three members. In 1856, Dr. Andrew McFarland, then Superintendent
of the Insane Asylum at Jacksonville realized the need for the exclusion of "idiots"
from the Insane Asylums of the state. On April 6, 1871, the legislature passed an
incorporation act taking effect July 1, 1871 giving the institution a permanent
character as one of the charitable institutions of the state known as "The lllinois
Institution for Education of the Feeble-Minded Children". It wasn't until 1860 that
Dr. Philip G. Gillett, then Superintendent of the Institution for the Deaf and Dumb at
lacksonville, was strongly impressed with the pitiable condition of children not deaf
and dumb, but feeble-minded instead. An Act was passed February 15, 1865 for
the purpose of organizing an experimental school for training and instruction of
imbeciles. The school was opened May 25, 1865 with tree children as inmates. By
1875 there were 80 inmates which out grew the old Duncan mansion that the state
m had leased. All schools of this character had been started.
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...... continued (LDC TRIBUTE)...as educational, though in time a department for (lmb
custodial care and industrial training were added. A number of cities soon became
candidates for the new Location for the school. These included Springfield, Decatur,
Clinton, Quincy, Aiton, and Pana. Soon Lincoln was suggested and considered the
best because of our central location in the state, therefore most suitable site. Ten
ballots were taken before any city had secured a majority vote. The site selected
was Wyatt's Grove in Lincoln which included forty acres and was purchased for
$7,500. The description of which was "high and rolling, consisting of forty acres,
fifteen of which is beautiful grove of old and stately trees, the balance of the tract
being excellent prairie land."

In 1877 the first building erected was of brick consisting of a center, three stories
in height, with basement and attic, connecting wings of two stories and extreme
wings parallel with the center. The general style of the building was gothic, with a
slate roof, stone trimmings dormer windows and towers. The building faced east,
fronting State street was considered the main building. By the Act of June 15, 1909
the name of the institution was changed to "The Lincoln State School and Colony."
This new project in Lincoln was to recognize four special departments, first the
schooling department, second a program for industrial training, thirdly custodial
care, lastly a farm colony. In the schooling department, students were classified
and placed under special training, part of the students received industrial training
half the school day. There was a shoe shop, laundry, woodcarving, tailoring and
mattress shop with a sewing room. The custodial department took helpless cases
that needed special care, like the paralytics and extremely helpless, were cared for
in the special infirmary wards on the ground floors. ........

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‘lm", ....LDC continued.....On Sept. 1, 1887, the farm colony of 400 acres, was
established about one mile south of the main institution. A farmer and his wife, in
charge and students were board and housed at the farm. The State
owned 423 acres of rich farm land plus they leased 400 more acres at $3.87
per acre. The total amount of acreage was cultivated by the boys on the farm.
There was a herd of 86 Holstein cattle which supplied the institution with milk.
since October 1887, all beef for the institution was slaughtered on the farm. Over
time the farm colony included in its production, strawberries, corn, oats, and
pumpkins. They raised chickens, beef for butchering, and swine. The farm had it's
own slaughterhouse where pork and beef were processed. By 1930 the institute
had over 2,500 inmates which was provided for by the farm colony. It has been
said that the students kept on the farm became very industrious, some would raise
night crawlers and others were said to shine shoes for pocket money.
11]]11’ A few employees began organizing a union in the early 1940's and an American
Federation of State, County and Municipal employee's (AFSCME)
local was chartered in 1943. In 1953 Lincoln State School and Colony was renamed
Lincoln State School. As of June 30, 1955, the resident population was 5,303. In
April 1965 the 65 years old, clothing stores building, was destroyed by fire. It was
built first to be the industrial building, and was located west of the Administration
Building. In November 1973, Ken Tappendorf, administrator of the Vocational
Training Program, announced that Lincoln State School had eliminated a practice
which allowed using patients at the institution as part of the labor force to the
facility. The former Deputy Director for Mental Retardation, Dr. William Sloan,
ordered that practice stopped by October 23, 1973 after his investigation about the
matter. In the Spring of 1977, State Officials decided to convert the Lincoln
U Developmental Center Annex into Central lllinois' first prison

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...... contin. LDC.....the Logan Correctional Facility. By September 1984 a county
prison facility, Lincoln Correctional Center, opened and transferred 146 inmates
irom the pre-release center in the Old Administration Building to the new facility.
In 1975 the State changed the name of the Lincoln State School to the Lincoln
Developmental Center. Two buildings at LDC were demolished in 1978, first the
South Hospital, which was built in 1912 and vacated in 1975.

Second, the Big School, which was built in 1896 and served as a storage facility
between 1976 and 1978. The Lincoln Developmental Center fire department at the
center closed December 31, 1981. Now it is August of 2002 and we must say
goodbye to one of the corner stones in Lincoln, lllinois. Everything that we knew of
this grand institution, is being removed or shredded even as | write this article.
Lincoln will be deeply affected by the closing of LDC. It hasn't gone quietly as the
Railsplitter Park, then Madigan Park(now closed). We will find new jobs, hold to

new memories, but nothing will replace the memories of LDC to the community of d]ml}

marital status, birth date, age at death, occupation, employer,

and city/state of birthplace. Father's name/birthplace and
Mother's name/birthplace. The informant who gave
information for certificate, date of death, indication if an
inquest was held, sometimes cause of death, coroner's
signature/name, and sometimes length of residence in
institution where death may have occurred.
